Seniors (those that will be in school years 7 to 13 from September) – Monday 1st July from 5.30pm – 8pm 
Juniors (those that will be in school years 4 to 6 from September) – Tuesday 2nd July from 5.30pm – 8pm 

Parents will be asked to sign their child in and return to collect them at the end of the audition – registration will 
open at 5.15pm both days.  You must be there ready to start at 5.30pm.  NO PARENTS will be allowed into the 
auditions whilst auditions are taking place.  

To audition, you must fill in the enclosed form and bring it with you on the day. The form will also require you to 
attach ONE recent photograph – passport style is great. Please note that you will not need to bring any audition 
material with you on the day as it will be provided by Polka Dot. This ensures that everyone is auditioned fairly 
from the same material. 

During the audition we will play some games and teach everyone a short dance routine. It is important to try your 
best and show us lots of personality – that is more important to us than watching perfect dancers with bored faces. 
We are looking for potential and ambition so just try your best and don’t panic – we are here to help.

AUDITION NOTES 
 

Please keep this sheet attached to the audition form and bring it with you to the auditions 
 
Should my child be selected from the auditions, I am aware of the following information: 
 
I am required to pay a one off fee of £50 to cover the administration and contribution towards insurance that is 
necessary for performers. This payment must be made by 1st August 2024. 
 
Female identifying - required to purchase one pair of dance shoes for the show, together with two pairs of tights 
and a nude leotard. These will remain my child’s property after the show has finished. 
 
Male Identifying – required to purchase one pair of dance shoes for the show, together with two pairs of white 
tights and two plain white t-shirts.  These will remain my child’s property after the show has finished. 
 
I will be required to chaperone for six performances and one rehearsal during the production. I understand that I 
will need to become a registered licensed chaperone which will require me to attend an appointment with the local 
Child Welfare Officer. 
  
I am aware that my child will need time off school for some of the shows. I will make my child’s school aware of 
this. I will provide Polka Dot with a copy of the letter of permission from my child’s school by 1 August 2024. 
 
I am aware that my child will be required for rehearsals on the following dates and I shall ensure that my child can 
attend. Please note it is compulsory that children attend ALL rehearsals.  
 
I also give permission for my child to be photographed during the audition and the photos to be used for 
promotional purposes.
